New scratch procedures for AAs an AAAs ONLY
 

  No-shows, step downs and unexcused incomplete swims will all be considered a late scratch in both preliminaries and finals, and thus subject to the corresponding penalty.
 The scratch deadline for preliminary events on Friday-Saturday-Sunday will be 30 minutes following the end of finals the previous evening. 
Late scratches (as defined above) from prelims will incur a fine of $10, to be paid before the offending swimmer can compete in another event.
Actual scratch deadlines will be as published in the meet information.
The Scratch deadline and penalties for finals remain as we conduct it at present.
The initial scratch deadline for finals each night will be 30 minutes following the completion of morning preliminaries, excluding any 800/1500 or “overflow” heats
 The last scratch deadline for finals will be 30 minutes prior to the start of the finals session; the clerk of course AND alternate’s coach MUST be notified by the coach of the scratching swimmer prior to this deadline.
 Late scratches (as defined above) from finals will be subject to the late scratch penalty of $20, plus removal from all other events, including relays, on that day.  
This levy must be paid before any other members of that swimmer’s team can compete.
 10&U SwimStars events will be exempt from these penalties.
 These scratch rules are in place for Swim BC hosted events only, as approved by the Swim BC board on 
January 6, 2008.
 This scratch rule shall supersede any previously published scratch rules.
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
